Since 1966 Penfield Volunteer Emergency Ambulance has been serving residents of the 
Town of Penfield, as well as those who work, shop, and visit our community by providing 
quality emergency medical services to the sick and injured. 
 
Last year alone our agency received over 2,600 emergency calls for service and our 
volunteer members dedicated over 21,000 hours of their time to Penfield. Our dedication to 
the community does not stop there. PVEA volunteers served our neighborhood by 
providing regular free blood pressure screenings, and emergency medical services at local 
events such as the Penfield July 4th celebration. We took part in a DWI simulation drill in 
cooperation with the Penfield Fire Dept. and Sheriffs Office to educate high school seniors 
on the dangers of driving under the influence of drugs or alcohol. We also continue to 
operate our Loan Cupboard, providing free use of crutches, canes, and walkers to Penfield 
residents.
